Genesis—

Beginning of Jwuth!
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John 12:46 | am come a light into the world

Gen. 3:8 hid themselves from the presence of God
Romans 1:21 Because that, when they knew God

1 God’s Truth began in Genesis 1 and concludes
at Revelation 22:21. The story of creation is believed
in faith and every promise made to us is received
by faith.

2 Two theories explain the origin of life—the
evolution theory in public schools; and the
Creation story in the Holy Scriptures. Both views
require faith to accept as true.

3 Jesus said Av John 12:46 “/ am come a light into
the world, that whosoever [is believing yLT] on me
should not abide in darkness.”

If we will believe, we will receive spiritual light
from the Spirit of God—who inspires us in faith to
accept the Truth of Creation by an Almighty God.

4 Scientists claim that the universe was created
billions of years ago—when super-dense matter
exploded—but there is no scientific evidence to
prove that. The Bible is the divine revelation of
God about why human life was created and how
we are to conduct our life.

5 The evidence of a Creator is overwhelming
AV Psalm 19:1 “The heavens declare the glory of
God.” He promises to reveal His Truth to anyone
who desires to know it. AvJohn 16:13 “When he, the
Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all
truth.” It begins by believing God.

6 Accepting God’s Truth and following His plan
should be first priority every morning. It is very
unfortunate that so many accept Satan’s lies and
live worldly lives. That “no-faith-in-God path”
always leads to the lake of fire; but the “enduring-
faith-in-God plan” always leads to the kingdom
of God.

7 In the beginning, when God created two people,
they were happy and contented—two things
humans seek. There was nothing to upset them
because God had blessed them.

Their spiritual outlook on life resulted from their
scriptural attitude toward God. They enjoyed
health, harmony, peace, protection, and provisions
by simply trusting and obeying God.

8 They had God’s personal presence and a close
relationship with Him—they could talk with Him
about anything—Ilike a child to a parent Matt. 18:3.

There was no fear of Him until they sinned against
Him. When they heard God walking in the garden,
they Av Genesis 3:8 “/id themselves from the pres-
ence of the LORD God.”

9 Knowing how they lost that relationship
with God enables us to know the cause of
their problems—and it reveals the cause of every
other problem.

Governments enact programs to make life better,
but horrible crimes against humanity show how
those plans have failed.

10 This control of the sin-nature is the root
cause of all the evils and wickedness the world has
ever seen.

AV Romans 1:21 “Because that, when they knew
God, they glorified him not as God, neither were
thankful; but became vain in their imaginations,
and their foolish heart was darkened.”

11 It is evident that Av 1 John 5:19 “The whole
world lieth in wickedness [power of the Evil one
wey].” When Adam disobeyed God, his nature
changed—this rebellion and rejection continues to
this very day.

12 Satan convinced Eve that if she would accept
his lie and reject God’s Word it would improve
their life, but the opposite happened—it ruined
their life.

It is the delusion of OSAS—that our choices in life

do not affect our eternal life—but it most surely
will and it did!

13 av Genesis 3:3 “Of the fruit of the tree which is
in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall
not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall
not surely die: 5 For God doth know that in the day
ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and
ve shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.”

14 Delusions teach that you are eternally secure
no matter sow you live, but the only real security
is being under the Blood of Christ and walking in
the security of God’s Truth—choosing to believe
in and trust in faith on the Atonement Blood
of Christ.

15 If we do not follow that plan, we cut ourselves
off through unbelief—Ilike Israel did Av Romans
11:20 “Because of unbelief they were broken off,
and thou standest by faith. Be not highminded



[arrogant niv; puffed up with pride wey: haughty
NKJv[, but fear.”

Only through a trusting faith on the Blood of
Christ can we escape the flames.

16 When Adam rejected the truth and accepted the
lie, his attitude changed from submission to rebel-
lion. Instead of trusting a loving God who would
do anything for him, he doubted that God would
do anything for him.

17 The world thinks it is foolish to trust God for
healing without drugs; for finances without gov-
ernment checks; for protection without firearms
and security cameras; and foolish not to take court
action against those who wrong us.

18 Even proclaimed religious people think it is
foolish to trust God—for employment without
online searches; for the rent money without bor-
rowing; for attitude changes in loved ones without
forcing the issue.

They think it is very foolish—but it is really very
wise to trust God—av 1 Corinthians 3:19 “For the
wisdom of this world is foolishness with God.”

19 When Adam disobeyed God, he distanced him-
self from God—and the world just keeps getting
further and further away from God. Ever since
Adam’s fateful decision, humans have tried to
prove that the Lord is wrong, and the world is
right—but they have failed!

20 God’s plan of His Truth is clearly stated in Gen-
esis and other passages. God gave instructions

AV Deuteronomy 28:2 “All these blessings shall
come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou
shalt hearken [obey Niv] unto the voice of the
LORD thy God.”

21 They tried in their strength to follow God’s
plan, and they offered sacrifices, but it did not
bring any lasting change of heart—as it was their
descendants who crucified God’s Son—that is
how much they failed on their own and that is how
wicked the devil really is!

22 God’s New Testament plan would change our
inward nature—removing Satan’s sin nature that
wants to disobey and installing a divine nature that
wants to obey God. We must be Av Matthew 18:3
“converted, and become as little children” to
enter the kingdom!

23 We often do not follow God’s plan of faith-
righteousness, nor do we listen to and obey His
commands—therefore the result is AV Deuteronomy
28:15 “all these curses shall come upon thee, and
overtake thee.”

24 The Christian life is one of spiritual progress—
progress that results in a willingness to meet
things according God’s Word and seeing fruits
of repentance.

The Holy Spirit in our heart restrains us from say-
ing things with our mouth that would hurt people.
He inspires us to give others first choice—and we
take second.

25 The Holy Spirit helps us give to others and no
one knows—as Jesus said Matthew 6:3.

The Spirit enables us to work diligently [carefully,
persistently, thoroughly] for our employer—as if
Jesus were our boss, because He is/ A right
attitude to God’s Truth results in a right attitude
toward everything else!

26 God’s Truth began when He gave Adam a
choice—that choice and that Truth continue to
this day.

AV Luke 21:33 “Heaven and earth shall pass away:
but my words shall not pass away.” Staying con-
nected to Christ is crucial! AvJohn 15:7 “If ye abide
in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask
what ye will, and it shall be done unto you.”

27 Because of God’s forgiveness through the
Blood, we can claim our Atonement rights and be
controlled by His Spirit. We must believe God for-
gives—Av Romans 6:11 “Reckon ye also yourselves
to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God
through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

28 The New Testament plan is based on the Atone-
ment of Christ—the Word of God is the plan
of God. The power of God is the way of God
through His Spirit—Who takes wrong desires out
of our heart and places right desires in our heart
Colossians 1:27.

29 AvJohn 15:15 “I have called you friends, for all
things that I have heard of my Father I have made
known unto you.”

He adds 16 “I have chosen you, and ordained you,
that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that
your fruit should remain.”

30 Outward deeds do not atone for inward sins,
but Galatians 5:6 Niv “‘faith [in Christ] expressing
itself through love [for God]”—is what counts,
because faith in Christ does atone for our sins, and
it does convert our heart.

If we truly love God, then living His Truth will be
our only desire—it is a Truth that began in Genesis
and continues to this very day!
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
