James 4:14 Your life—a mist; 2 Corinthians 6:2
Now is the accepted time; Genesis 9:6 Whoever sheds
man's blood;

Romans 14:12 All give an account to God; 1 John 4:8
God is love; 1 John 5:3 to love God, keep His commands;
Romans 6:23 The wages of sin is death; Lamentations
3:23 God’s mercies are new every morning; Deuteronomy
11:16 Be aware of deception; Luke 21:8 Be not deceived:
vs 11 fearful sights and great signs; vs 19 Patience pos-
sesses your soul]
